Introduction

	Getting attention
	What animals catch flies with their tongues and jump on lily pads?

	Relating to past experience and/or knowledge
	What are frogs? 

Do you all know how to count?  Let’s count to five.

	Creating a need to know
	The story we are reading is “Five Green and Speckled Frogs.”

	Sharing objective, in general terms
	Today we are going to try some independent reading with the story “5 Green and Speckled Frogs”. There are several phrases that are repetitive in the story and after a couple pages, I will ask the students to read a section of the story”

· They will read “One jumped into the pool where it was nice and cool.”

We are going to read the book and then work on identifying upper and lower case letters by using the SMART board software.


1. Methods (core of the lesson) (25min)
	Before Reading
	· Discuss the things on the cover that helps the students guess what the book is about.

· Ask them if they can find the letter “F”? (Is it lower case or upper case?)

	During Reading
	· I will read the story to the children and:

a. Page 4: Ask the students how many frogs are on the log?

b. Page 6: Ask the students if they can find the word, “the” 

c. See if the students can read “One jumped into the pool where it was nice and cool.” Which words sound alike?
d. Ask students to each find a capital letter and lower-case letter on one page of the book.

	After Reading
	· Comprehension strategies

· Review and Summarize the book 

              What happened in the story?
